The AIS website is being completely revamped to become more 
informative, interactive, user-friendly and illustrative of the AIS’s 
work and the lives of its members.

The AIS has made considerable progress in its health and education 
projects over the last six months. 

The AIS eye camps continue to receive over 500 patients. A new 
record of 656 patients was established at the eye camp on 29 
August. 58 people had cataract operations. I had the privilege  of 
attending the eye camp on 31 October. A new record of 59 patients 
had cataract operations. It was touching to hear their appreciation 
for the AIS sponsored treatment. Many had travelled long distances 
to reach the eye camp. Videos of the eye camps are on the AIS 
website and You Tube.

Buoyed by the success of last year’s AIS scholarship program, the 
AIS recently advertised the program in the most widely read Hindi 
newspaper in Amroha. The AIS hopes to increase the number of 
scholarships awarded to those students from outside Amroha who do 
not have sufficient funds to go to colleges or universities. The AIS 
has continued to offer scholarships to students at the AMU and the 
JMI. As mentioned previously, scholarship recipients need to have 
marks of at least 70% and must demonstrate a willingness to help 
the underprivileged people of Amroha. 

I had the pleasure of giving certificates to the students who 
completed our computer training course. I would like to thank 
Devesh Rai who taught the course free of charge. The hope is that 
the certificate will help students find a job in the information 
technology sector. Another computer training course commenced on 
1 December.

Clean Amroha Day took place on 21 October with great success. It 
was attended by over 100 young people. Dr Afsar Parvez, 
Chairman,Nagar Palika (Municipality) joined us. The cleanest 
Mohalla (suburb) for 2014 was judged to be Niyaziyan. Dr Parvez 
gave the shield to the Captain. He told the audience about various 
initiatives the Nagar Palika is taking to improve roads and 
drainage. He stated that land has been bought for disposing of 
Amroha's waste. A recycling plant is being investigated. Thanks to 
Afzal Ali and his team of captains from 19 Mohalla (suburbs) for 
their outstanding efforts to commence the task of cleaning Amroha. 
I was delighted to hear many stories about improvements from the 
captains. Fortunately the Prime Minister of India, Mr Modi has 
also announced a campaign to clean India in the next five years. 
This has raised the awareness in the community.

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Eye Camp, 29 August 2014
A new record 658 patients were 
registered at the AIS Eye Camp 
on 29 August. Of these 58 were 
taken to the Venu Eye Institute 
hospital in New Delhi for cataract 
operations. 17 people were given 
spectacles free of charge and 324 
were given medication for other 
eye problems.

Eye Camp, 31 October 2014
548 people registered at the 
October eye camp, which AIS 
coordinator, Ikram Naqvi, also 
attended. A new record of 59 
people had cataract operations. 
Many patients expressed their  
appreciation to the AIS for the 
crucial eyesight-saving treatment. 
Many had travelled long 
distances to reach the eye camp. 
Due to logistical problems 
encountered in the August eye 
camp due to the lack of electricity 
in very hot conditions, the AIS 

has decided not to hold a eye 
camp during summer months in 
2015. Accordingly, the AIS Eye 
Camps will take place in January, 
April and December 2015.
